In operation since 1979, the Downtown Food Bank distributes more than 450,000 pounds of donated groceries to over 2,000 households annually. We serve a diverse clientele composed of the elderly, homeless, disabled, and working poor, and help ensure that all residents of downtown Seattle have access to quality and nutritious food.

History
Richard Brooks founded the Downtown Food Bank in 1979.  Originally located in a public housing project (the Morrison Hotel), Brooks supplied the basics by collecting food donations from Market vendors in his shopping cart. Overwhelmed by the need for its services, the newly founded Food Bank was quickly in need of a larger space.
In 1980, the Food Bank partnered with the Pike Market Senior Center - a natural fit since many of the Senior Center members were regular visitors to the Food Bank.  In 1989, the Downtown Food Bank moved to its current location on the 5th level of the Public Market parking garage.
